	Many of the animals and fruits in the story have different patterns and textures.
Explore your fruit bowl at home! Use crayons to make rubbings of the fruits skins. How many different patterns did you make? What words can you think of to describe the textures of the skin?

Go on a pattern hunt around your house! Can you describe the patterns you found?

Have a go at making your own patterns using different shaped pasta, coloured card cut into shapes etc. Can you make a repeating pattern with 2 objects, 3 objects…?

Talk about the similarities and differences between life in Africa and the UK. Discuss the different types of houses, where water comes from, types of food (how it is sourced), games and activities e.g. African dance etc.
	Make a basket like Handa’s.
Cut a piece of paper into a semi-circle. Fold the semi-circle in half (ensure the corners meet) then cut a number of slits length ways along the paper. Cut a number of strips of coloured paper/materials.

Weave the strips over and under the slits on the semi-circle.
