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This week’s learning activities are based around the topic of Pirates
	Read the story ‘Pirates Love Underpants’.

	Can you make a pirate ship?
Explore different containers and materials from around your home (or the recycling) and investigate which shapes and resources are best to build ships from. Place your ships in the water, do they float or sink? Which shapes and resources floated the best, why do you think that was? You could try racing your ships along the water too!


	Go on a treasure hunt!
Pretend to be a pirate looking for treasure. Adult - hide the treasure (1p - 20p coins in the decorated egg box) in different positions e.g. under the table, behind a plant, inside another box. Ask your child to find the treasure, can they explain where they found the treasure using full sentences and positional language? E.g. “The treasure was hidden...... (in, under, next to, in front, behind, on top etc.) the pot etc. Swap roles, this time ask your child to use positional language to give you clues e.g. “The treasure is hidden (underneath, beside, on top etc.) something!”
