	What am I?
Play a game of guess the transport (game attached). Read the clues to your child, can they guess the transport you are describing? 
Then your child could have a go at writing their own clues for other modes of transport for you to guess!


	How far?
Create ramps with different level slopes using e.g. wood planks, cupboard boxes/ strips etc. then race your toy cars down the ramps. The car that travels the furthest is the winner! Find the winner by measuring the different lengths the cars travel using non-standard units e.g. pencils laid end to end. Can you explain how you know the winning car came first? Which car came 2nd, 3rd? Can you make medals for the cars to show the correct order?
 

	Transport that helps us!
Transport is used for many different reasons. One of those reasons is to help people. For example, we have fire engines and recycling trucks… Explore non-fiction books and the internet to find out about other types of transport that help us.


	What can you see?
Imagine you are going on a journey... you could be travelling by plane, on a boat or by train… where would you go? As you look out of the window what do you see? 

Draw a picture of all things you pass on your journey. Write six sentences about the place you are going to on your journey and about the things you pass on the way.
