	Mathematical Development
Make a shape picture. Cut out some shapes out of paper and arrange them to create pictures and patterns.  
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	Knowledge and Understanding of the World
Put some seeds of the ends of things eaten (carrot tops) into water and see if you can grow.
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	Physical

Can you fold strips of paper to make paper caterpillar? Can you make family of caterpillars (differ length).
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	Personal and Social
Can you make a bubble?  

Put a little washing up liquid and water on a plate and mix in the centre. Put a straw onto the plate and blow! Who can blow the biggest bubble?
